About Us 
The Clean Water Education Partnership (CWEP) is a cooperative effort between local 
governments to protect North Carolina's waterways from stormwater pollution through 
public education and outreach about stormwater pollution impacts and solutions. CWEP 
is administered by Central Pines Regional Council (CPRC) and is governed by a Steering 
Committee of representatives from each of the 42 local government partners. This year’s 
FY24 Vehicle Maintenance Outreach Campaign purpose will be to educate the public on 
how they can take actions to decrease vehicle maintenance pollution in stormwater 
runoff. 
 
Scope of Requested Services 
CWEP’s program is seeking a radio station to produce and air a 30-second Vehicle 
Maintenance Public Outreach campaign advertisement in English and Spanish over a 
period of 4 to 8 weeks (~April 2024 thru June 2024) reaching audiences in the following 
CWEP Partner areas:

CPRC has provided an example radio audio clip script in English and Spanish within 
Attachment 1 to this request for proposals.  Both CPRC and the selected radio station will 
collaborate on the 30-second Vehicle Maintenance Public Outreach campaign 
advertisement.   
 
Interested parties are requested to submit a comprehensive cost proposal not to exceed 
$9,500 that includes the following: 
 

1. Proposed cost breakdown including production and airtime fees for both Spanish 
and English advertisements over the specified 4 to 8-week timeframe.  Provide a 
cost estimate for 4, 6 and 8 week advertising time periods. 

2. Previous experience in creating and airing similar advertisements. 
3. Examples of previously aired advertisements. 
4. Audience demographics and reach statistics. 
5. Proposed schedule for production and airing the advertisement including 

recommended airtimes. 
6. Any additional services or benefits offered as part of the proposal. 

 
The anticipated project schedule is provided below: 

• March 1, 2024 by 5pm: CPRC receives radio proposals via email.  
• March 8, 2024: Qualified radio consultants will be contacted for an interview. 
• March 13, 2024 9am to 11am: Interviews via Teams meeting, in-person at the 

CPRC office or hybrid will take place. Radio consultant will be notified of the time 
slot on March 8th. 

• March 13, 2024 by 5pm: CPRC awards the contract to chosen Radio consultant  
• Late March 2024: Contract signed and Vehicle Maintenance advertisement 

production starts.  
• Late April 2024/Early May 2024: 30-second Vehicle Maintenance Advertising 

production in English and Spanish is completed. 
• April, May, June 2024: 30-second Vehicle Maintenance Advertisement is aired 

over a 4, 6 or 8 week time period.
